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Gary Spetz’s Painting Wild Places! with Watercolors

Returns to Public Television with Season III
(Bozeman, MT, September 8th, 2005)

Never allowing his paints to dry out, Gary is off on the trail, again, for his third 13-episode 
how-to-paint series:  Gary Spetz’s Painting Wild Places! with Watercolors III.

His motto:  “So much wilderness to paint, so little time!”

For this series, the painting trail begins at a panoramic overlook of Canada’s Waterton Lakes Provincial Park and ends at a dramatic waterfall in California’s Yosemite National Park.  In between, Gary paints—and takes his viewers—to the majestic Monument Valley of southern Utah/northern Arizona, the crashing surf of the rugged Oregon coast, the placid waters of Minnesota’s Voyageurs National Park, the grandeur of Alaska’s Mt. McKinley, and the beautiful Lake Superior archipelago of Wisconsin’s Apostle Islands National Lakeshore.

Each location presents new and different challenges to the watercolor artist.  But, Gary walks his viewers through these painting challenges, step-by-step.  Indeed, he has received overwhelming positive feedback, from his viewers, on his ability to effectively convey his painting process in easy to follow segments.  And, he does so in a light and entertaining manner!

“Painting shouldn’t be a chore or a frustration,” Gary states, wanting to motivate, yet keep things in perspective.  “It must be fun!  This is mandatory!  It is only paper and paint, after all.”

That is Gary’s first rule.

His only other rule is:  “Whatever you do, don’t let your paints dry out!”

To Gary, not painting and not having fun painting are the only mistakes that a viewer can make.

Every episode is carefully edited to provide the viewer with ample demonstration of each of Gary’s painting steps, yet not bore them with redundant processes.  Although appearing live-time, the lessons are actually created after the painting has been completed and after a well thought out script has been written.  Added to this, are useful and interesting graphic overlays, as well as soothing acoustic background music.  The result of this production process, is a “how to paint” program that delivers a lot of information to its viewers—but in an interesting, palatable, and entertaining way.

That is what Public Television is all about!

Painting Wild Places with Watercolors III is designed to extend the creative abilities of its viewing audience as well as encourage them to aspire higher, as artists!
